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What do you know about wild animals?
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Description: African lions aresthessecond largest cat in the world. Females weigh 260-400 pounds,
and males can weigh up to 550 pounds. Their coloration varies,from light buff to silvery gray, yellowish
red, and dark brown. Males have a large mane. The mane varies in color from yellew to black, and
usually gets darker as the male ages.

Habitat: Grasslands and open woodlands of Sub-Saharan of Africa
’ Diet: Lions are carnivores. In the wild, they eat antelope, zebras,
ad other prey. Inthe zoo, they eat processed carnivore diet, and sometimes bones.
Life Cycle: Africanlions live in groupsgealled “prides”. A pride includes related females and their young
offSPH e adult'males may'live with a pride at any time. They can breed year-round. Most
females reproduce every 1 'z - 2 years. They usually reproduce at the same time as others in their pride,
and they help each other to raise the cubs. Gestation lasts 100-119 days, and each litter can have 1-6
cubs (usually 3). The cubs are weaned in 6 or 7 months, and they begin hunting with the pride when they
are 11 months old. They are still dependent on the pride for another 6-18 months. They probably live
about 13 years in the wildy but can live up to 30 years in captivity.
Did You Know? The male lion’s mane probably:helps in fights with' other males. It helps to protect the
throat and neck, and also makes the lion look bigger and more intimidating. The'females of a pride hunt
as a team. Some lions hide in the grassyrand others work together to herd the prey towards them. Even
though team hunting is more effective than hunting alone, lions are only successful in one out of six
hunting attempts. Lions follow their prey as it migrates.” They may defend temporary territories along the
way.

birth. Some families will take the placentas and bury them in the ground to celebrate the new life given to
them. Placentophagia i.e. eating the placenta, is practiced in some parts of the world. There are even meal
like recipes for cooking placentas, including placenta stew, power drinks with blended placenta and
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e others. Though some mothers have been reported to eat placenta raw. There are many reasons listed for

eating the placenta, including it helping stem postpartum depression and it supposedly helps to contract
/ the uterus after the birth. We know that many animals eat their own placenta, including as a means to

hide the scent from predators.

In Chinese Medicine, the placenta is known as a great life force and is highly respected in terms of its
medicinal value. However, in this field it is not cook, but rather usually dried. To dry a placenta you
